Consultancy for a baseline assessment of enabling
environments for green and circular economy businesses in
Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon and Palestine and recommendations on
regional policy measures (Regional expert Il)

About the position

The Regional Activity Centre for Sustainable Consumption and Production (SCP/RAC) is seeking a
regional expert to assist with activities leading to the formulation of regional policy measures to
support the development of green and circular businesses and to strengthen the demand for more
sustainable products in the Mediterranean. The regional expert Il will be primarily responsible for:
(1) conducting an in-depth baseline assessment of Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon and Palestine with
respect to enabling environments for green and circular economy businesses, and consumer
demand for sustainable products (including a gender perspective); (2) preparing an executive
summary of the main findings of the baseline assessments for three sub-regions of the
Mediterranean (based on inputs from other experts); (3) recommending regional measures for
Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon and Palestine to enhance the enabling environment for green and circular
economy businesses (with a focus on small businesses in their start-up and growth stages), and to
strengthen the demand for more sustainable products; and (4) interacting with other experts that
will assess the enabling environment for green and circular economy businesses in other sub-
regions of the Mediterranean. The duration of this home-based consultancy is estimated at eight
months, with a significant portion of the effort required during the first four months.

About SCP/RAC

The Regional Activity Centre for Sustainable Consumption and Production (hereinafter SCP/RAC)

is a centre for international cooperation on development and innovation based on the sustainable
consumption and production approach (hereinafter SCP).

The Centre is one of the Regional Activity Centres established in the framework of the
UNEP/Mediterranean Action Plan (hereinafter UNEP/MAP), the programme of UN Environment
established to support the member countries of the Barcelona Convention for the Protection of
Marine Environment and the Coastal Region of the Mediterranean. The Centre also operates in
support of the Stockholm Convention, an international agreement involving 180 countries to fight
against the generation of persistent organic pollutants, highly polluting and toxic substances.
SCP/RAC has the mandate from the Barcelona and Stockholm Conventions to provide assistance
to their Contracting Parties in fulfilling their commitments under those treaties, particularly through
the support to the countries to shift to sustainable consumption and production patterns and circular
economy.

In the performance of its mandate, SCP/RAC fosters the introduction of solutions on eco-innovation,
marine litter/plastic pollution prevention, circular economy and safe alternatives to toxic chemicals
through the provision of advisory services, technical assistance, innovative training materials,
networking services and accompaniment in the implementation of measures. SCP/RAC also leads
a comprehensive support programme for the creation and development of green, circular business
models and enterprises.

The Centre is based in Barcelona and it is legally hosted by the Catalan Waste Agency, a public
service agency considered a reference organization in waste prevention and management and the
promotion of circular economy.

About the SwitchMed initiative

The SwitchMed initiative aims to stimulate the creation of new and greater business opportunities
and decent employment while reducing the environmental footprint of existing economic activities
in the Southern Mediterranean. SwitchMed Il is building upon the results of the first phase in order
to further support and scale up the transition towards Sustainable Consumption and Production
(SCP) practices which contribute to a green and circular economy in the region. To do so, the
programme is using an integrated and comprehensive approach that targets and involves different
actors, thereby addressing the transition at various levels.

The programme has a regional dimension and will continue to work in the eight countries of the
Southern Mediterranean region, including Algeria, Egypt, Israel, Jordan, Lebanon, Morocco,
Palestine and Tunisia. This region is greatly affected by many challenges including water scarcity,
population growth and rapid urbanization, energy demand increase, environmental challenges and
climate change. On the other hand, at global level, natural resource supply to the private sector is
threatened by increased competition for the resources, whose shortage of or high price volatility
coupled with the new environmental and climate challenges, indicate that “business as usual” is no
longer beneficial or advisable. Instead there is now a need and an opportunity for building new
greener and dynamic business models as market pressure is becoming a key driver, along with
enabling factors such as innovation, cooperation, control and incentive mechanisms.

Despite these challenges, the opportunities associated with the adoption of sustainable
consumption and production practices have a clear link to supporting stabilization of the region
through sustainable and inclusive economic development.

The SwitchMed initiative is a key action carried out under EU-funded regional cooperation with the
Mediterranean region and will be implemented by UNIDO; UN Environment, Economy Division; and
SCP/RAC of UNEP/MAP, in close coordination with DG NEAR and the EUDs in the beneficiary
countries.

Capitalizing on the lessons learned from SwitchMed I, the project is structured around three main
components:

1) Direct support to the private sector
2) Creation of an enabling policy environment
3) Coordination, networking and communication

By the end of the project, through the scaling up and wide dissemination of results already seen in
SwitchMed I, phase Il is expected to see an increased number of green business activities,
enhanced competitiveness of the private sector by adoption of resource efficiency production
strategies, and a more cohesive and enabling policy environment for a sustainable and circular
economy.

Regional policy measures foreseen in SwitchMed Il

SCP/RAC’s activities for SwitchMed Il include the formulation of a set of regional policy measures
to support the development of circular and green economy businesses in the Mediterranean, and
to strengthen the demand for more sustainable products. The primary aim of these regional
measures is to foster small businesses in their start-up or growth stages. Anticipated co-benefits of
the measures include a strengthened enabling environment for sustainable business practices, and




greater consumer awareness about the environmental and social impacts of their consumption
behaviors. The regional measures will be formulated to support the strategic objectives of the
Barcelona Convention and its Protocols; the i i ;

The final set of regional policy measures foreseen in SwitchMed Il will be developed with a bottom-
up approach, through a series of consultations with a wide group of regional stakeholders and the
Contracting Parties to the Barcelona Convention (21 riparian countries of the Mediterranean and
the European Union). The regional measures developed through the stakeholder consultations will
be submitted for consideration by the Contracting Parties to the Barcelona Convention at the 22nd
Meeting of the Contracting Parties (COP 22) in December 2021.

As an input to this consultation process, SCP/RAC will prepare a set of initial recommendations on
the regional measures to serve as a starting point for debate among the stakeholders. These
recommendations will be formulated to reflect the different conditions in the sub-regions of the
Mediterranean.

Approach for the assignment

SCP/RAC will recruit four consultants to assist with the formulation of this set of initial
recommendations, one international expert and three regional experts. The work of the four experts
will be conducted in parallel and will require interaction and collaboration among them, especially
with respect to the formulation of recommendations on regional measures responding to the
differing needs of countries in the sub-regions of the Mediterranean.

The experts will each be responsible for tasks corresponding to one of four groups of countries in
the Mediterranean, as set forth in the following table:

Expert Geographic coverage

International expert EU Mediterranean countries: Croatia, Cyprus, France,
Greece, Italy, Malta, Monaco, Slovenia and Spain

Regional expert | Group | countries (Southern Mediterranean): Algeria,
Morocco and Tunisia

Regional expert 1 Group Il countries (Southern and Eastern Mediterranean):
Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon and Palestine

Regional expert Il Group Ill countries (Northern and Eastern Mediterranean):
Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Israel, Montenegro and
Turkey

The final outputs of these related consultancies will be: (1) a set of fact sheets on best practices
from around the world on policy instruments that promote enabling environments for green and
circular economy businesses; (2) a regional baseline assessment with respect to enabling
environments for green and circular economy businesses in the Mediterranean (including a gender
perspective); and (3) recommendations for regional policy measures to enhance these enabling
environments (with a focus on small businesses in their start-up and growth stages).

All four experts will attend two key stakeholder consultations to provide support to SCP/RAC during
debates on the baseline assessments and the regional measures:

e A consultation with national experts from the Mediterranean countries that will take place
on 19 November 2020 in Barcelona, Spain, back-to-back with the Circular Economy

Hotspot Catalonia 2020 event.

The overall responsibilities of the international and regional experts are set forth below.
The international expert will:

e Research and prepare a set of fact sheets on best practices from around the world with
respect to enabling environments of policies, legal and regulation frameworks, financial
mechanisms and other instruments that promote/support green and circular economy
businesses.

e Propose a methodology for a baseline assessment of enabling environments for green and
circular economy businesses and consumer demand for sustainable products in the
Mediterranean, which also provides insight on the different roles and needs of women and
men in this context (a gender perspective).

e Compile relevant documentation and undertake a rapid baseline assessment of the EU
Mediterranean countries with respect to enabling environments for green and circular
economy businesses and consumer demand for sustainable products, and identify the main
policy challenges facing green and circular economy businesses.

e Provide recommendations to the regional experts on how to leverage best practices to
enhance the enabling environment for green and circular economy businesses in the
different sub-regions of the Mediterranean.

e Recommend regional measures that could leverage the best practices to enhance the
enabling environment for green and circular economy businesses in the Mediterranean
(with a focus on small businesses in their start-up and growth stages) and strengthen
demand for more sustainable products, from the perspective of the EU Mediterranean
countries.

e Prepare a document that summarizes the main messages/conclusions from the baseline
assessments and that sets forth a complete list of the recommended regional measures.
The international expert and the regional experts will collaborate as needed to develop the
content of this document.

The regional experts will;

e Conduct an in-depth baseline assessment of the countries of Group | (Algeria, Morocco and
Tunisia), Group Il (Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon and Palestine) and Group Il (Albania, Bosnia
and Herzegovina, Israel, Montenegro and Turkey) with respect to enabling environments
for green and circular economy businesses, and consumer demand for sustainable
products. This will include the identification of: (i) drivers for the creation of new green and
circular economy businesses and the adoption of more sustainable production approaches
among existing businesses; (ii) the factors that are hindering the creation of green and
circular economy businesses and adoption of sustainable business approaches, and their

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root causes; (iii) the level of consumer awareness about sustainable products and their
demand for these products; (iv) the main policy challenges facing green and circular
economy businesses in these countries; and (v) examples of best practices from their
assigned group of countries with respect to policy measures that are helping green and
circular economy businesses overcome these challenges. The regional experts will conduct
the baseline assessment for their assigned countries in accordance with an agreed
methodology (including a gender perspective), to ensure harmonization with the other
baseline assessments that will be undertaken in the Mediterranean.

e Collectively prepare an executive summary of the main findings of the baseline
assessments for the countries of Groups I, Il and Ill, including the identification of potential
leverage points in the enabling environment where a small shift in policy or consumer
behaviors could yield important benefits to green and circular economy businesses.

e Recommend regional measures to enhance the enabling environment in the countries of
Groups |, Il and 1l for green and circular economy businesses (with a focus on small
businesses in their start-up and growth stages), and to strengthen the demand for more
sustainable products.

e Assist the international expert as needed with the preparation of a document that
summarizes the main messages/conclusions from the baseline assessments and that sets
forth a complete list of the recommended regional measures.

A schematic overview of the process for the development of the baseline assessments and the
regional measures is provided in Annex 1, including an indication of responsibilities of the
experts.
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Tasks of the regional expert I

Under the overall supervision of SCP/RAC’s Policy Team Leader, the regional expert Il shall
undertake the following tasks:

A. Conduct an in-depth baseline assessment of Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon and Palestine

(Group Il countries) with respect to enabling environments for green and circular economy
businesses, and consumer demand for sustainable products. This will include the
identification of: (i) drivers for the creation of new green and circular economy businesses
and the adoption of more sustainable production approaches among existing businesses;
(i) the factors that are hindering the creation of green and circular economy businesses
and adoption of sustainable business approaches, and their root causes; (iii) the level of
consumer awareness about sustainable products and their demand for these products;
(iv) the main policy challenges facing green and circular economy businesses in these
countries; and (v) examples of best practices from these countries with respect to policy
measures that are helping green and circular economy businesses overcome these
challenges. The regional expert Il will conduct the baseline assessment in accordance
with an agreed methodology (including a gender perspective), to ensure harmonization
with the other baseline assessments that will be undertaken in the Mediterranean. The
baseline assessment of Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon and Palestine will represent Deliverable
1.

Lead the preparation of an executive summary of the main findings of the baseline
assessments for the countries of Group | (Algeria, Morocco and Tunisia), Group Il (Egypt,
Jordan, Lebanon and Palestine) and Group Il (Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Israel,
Montenegro and Turkey). As a first step in this task, the regional expert Il will discuss and
agree with the international expert on the content and structure of the summary of the
main findings of the overall baseline assessment for the Mediterranean. Using the agreed
approach, the regional expert Il will prepare a summary of the main findings of the
baseline assessment undertaken for Group Il countries (Task A), and will coordinate with
the other two regional experts to produce a harmonized executive summary of the main
findings of the baseline assessments for the countries of Groups I, Il and Ill. This shall
include the descriptions of potential leverage points in the enabling environments where a
small shift in policy or consumer behaviors could yield important benefits to green and
circular economy businesses. The executive summary of the baseline assessments for
the countries of Groups |, Il and Il constitutes Deliverable 2.

For the Group Il countries (Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon and Palestine), evaluate the
applicability of the best practices from around the world with respect to enabling
environments of policies, legal and regulation frameworks, financial mechanisms and
other instruments that promote/support green and circular economy businesses. In
carrying out this task, the regional expert Il will communicate with the international expert
that compiled the fact sheets on best practices, including through email and one or more
teleconferences.

For the Group Il countries (Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon and Palestine), recommend regional
measures to enhance the enabling environment for green and circular economy businesses
(with a focus on small businesses in their start-up and growth stages), and to strengthen
the demand for more sustainable products. The regional measures should be formulated
on the basis of the findings of the baseline assessment (Task A), the potential leverage
points in the enabling environment (Task B), and the applicable best practices (Task C).
The regional measures for Group Il countries represents Deliverable 3.

E. Lead the preparation of a consolidated set of regional measures for the countries of Group
I (Algeria, Morocco and Tunisia), Group Il (Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon and Palestine) and
Group Il (Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Israel, Montenegro and Turkey). For this, the
regional expert Il will coordinate with the other two regional experts to solicit their inputs
and produce the consolidated set of regional measures, which represents Deliverable 4.

F. Assist the international expert as needed with the preparation of a document that
summarizes the main messages/conclusions from the baseline assessments and that sets
forth a complete list of the recommended regional measures.

G. Support SCP/RAC throughout the stakeholder consultation process, including through
participation in teleconferences, preparation of written feedback as required, and
attendance at two key stakeholder events foreseen in late 20201. This task will include the
inputs of the regional expert Il to the final summary of the regional baseline assessment
and the final set of regional measures.

Language skills: Fluency in English and Arabic; good command of French would be an asset.

Location

This is a home-based assignment, however, frequent communications with SCP/RAC will be carried
out using teleconferences and other electronic means. In addition, the expert will be required to
travel to two stakeholder consultation meetings in 2020. The cost of the expert’s participation in the
two stakeholder consultations (in Rimini, Italy and Barcelona, Spain) will be covered by SCP/RAC
according to the rules of the SwitchMed project.

The successful candidate will
be notified by email about their selection for the assignment.
